Article 21. Representation/Warranty and Covenant for Anti-Bribery and Corruption

None of the Obligor, nor to the knowledge of the Obligor, any director, officer, agent,
employee, affiliate or other person acting on behalf of the Obligor or any of its
subsidiaries is aware of or has taken any action, directly or indirectly, that would result in
a violation by such persons of any applicable anti-bribery law, including but not limited to,
the United Kingdom Bribery Act 2010 (the “UK Bribery Act”), the U.S. Foreign Corrupt
Practices Act of 1977 (the “FCPA”) and other similar Act in Korea. Furthermore, the
Obligor and, to the knowledge of the Obligor, its affiliates have conducted their
businesses in compliance with the UK Bribery Act, the FCPA and similar laws, rules or
regulations.

No part of the proceeds of the credit transactions will be used, directly or indirectly,

for any payments that could constitute a violation of any applicable anti-bribery law.

Group guideline

Article 22. FATCA Clause

(1)

Definitions:

“FATCA” means:

(a) sections 1471 to 1474 of the US Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or any associated
regulations or other official guidance;

(b) any treaty, law, regulation or other official guidance enacted in any other
jurisdiction, or relating to an intergovernmental agreement between the US and any
other jurisdiction, which (in either case) facilitates the implementation of paragraph
(a) above; or

(c) any agreement pursuant to the implementation of paragraphs (a) or (b) above with
the US Internal Revenue Service, the US government or any governmental or
taxation authority in any other jurisdiction.

“FATCA Deduction” means a deduction or withholding from a payment under this loan

agreement required by FATCA.

“FATCA Exempt Party” means the Bank or the Obligor (each, the “Party” in this Article 22)

that is entitled to receive payments free from any FATCA Deduction.

FATCA Information.

Subject to Article 22. (2) (c) below, each Party shall, within ten Business Days of a

reasonable request by the other Party:

(i) confirm to the other Party whether it is:
a. a FATCA Exempt Party; or
b. not a FATCA Exempt Party; and

(ii) supply to the other Party such forms, documentation and other information relating to
its status under FATCA (including its applicable "passthru payment percentage" or
other information required under the US Treasury Regulations or other official
guidance including intergovernmental agreements) as the other Party reasonably
requests for the purposes of the other Party’s compliance with FATCA.

(3) FATCA Deduction.

required in connection with that FATCA Deduction. The Bank shall not be required to increase
any payment in respect of which it makes such a FATCA Deduction nor otherwise compensate
the recipient of the payment for that FATCA Deduction. The Bank, if it becomes aware that it
must make a FATCA Deduction in respect of a payment to the Obligor (or that there is any
change in the rate or the basis of such FATCA Deduction), shall notify the Obligor.

If a Party confirms to the other Party pursuant to Article 22. (2) (a) (i) a. above thatitis a
FATCA Exempt Party and it subsequently becomes aware that it is not, or has ceased to be
a FATCA Exempt Party, that Party shall notify that other Party reasonably promptly.

Article 22. (2) (a) above shall not oblige the Bank to do anything which would or might in

its reasonable opinion constitute a breach of:

(i) any law or regulation;

(ii) any fiduciary duty; or

(iii) any duty of confidentiality.

If a Party fails to confirm its status or to supply forms, documentation or other

information requested in accordance with Article 22. (2) (a) above (including, for the

avoidance of doubt, where Article 22. (2) (c) above applies), then:

(i) if that Party failed to confirm whether it is (and/or remains) a FATCA Exempt Party
then such Party shall be treated for the purposes of this loan agreement as if it is not a
FATCA Exempt Party; and

(ii) if that Party failed to confirm its applicable "passthru payment percentage" then such
Party shall be treated for the purposes of this loan agreement (and payments made
thereunder) as if its applicable "passthru payment percentage" is 100%,

until (in each case) such time as the Party provides the requested confirmation, forms,

documentation or other information.

Bank may make any FATCA Deduction it is required by FATCA to make, and any payment
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
